Will Electrify Road
In About Two Years

Morris and Essex Line from Hoboken
to ©over

Electrification o? the Lackawanaa
Railroad will shortly be a reality, of-
ficial statement to that effect being
made Monday morning. Plans are
now being prepared and the work will
be completed within two years. The
Morris and Essex line will be electri-
fied from Hoboken to Dover, thus in-
suring better service for local com-
muters.

The Bpeedy electrification of the
road, discussed for many years, has
been predicted by many for some time
because of conferences between rail-
road officials and representatives of
various communities, this being fol-
lowed by official announcement ot the
authorization of the change.

The Lackawanna Railroad has Is-
sued the following official story:

President J. M. Davis, of the Lack-
awanna Railroad haB announced that
in compliance with the urgent de-
mands of a Joint commlftee, repre-
senting business and civic organiza-
tions of various communities in a sec-
tion of Northern New Jersey having
a population of about one million two
hundred and fifty thousand, that had
agreed to an Increase In commutation
fares to the end that they might reap
the advantages of such Improved
transportation facilities, the Board of
Managers of the Lackawanna had au-
thorized the electrification of the Mor-
ris & Essex line from Hoboken to
Dover, the Passalc & Delaware to
Gladstone and the Montolalr branch,
a total of 78 miles ot road or 173 miles
of track, at an expenditure of approx-
imately fourteen million ($14,000,000)
dollars. '

•'This matter of the electrification
of the suburban lines ot the Lacka-
wanna", said Mr. Davis, "has been the
subject of much speculation and dis-
cussion on the part of our patrons and
communities for a long time; It alto
has been accorded consideration by
r«mr«Board."

Construction work will be started
just as soon as the Laokawanna en-
gineers can prepare plans and it Is
estimated will be completed within
two years.
