Mrs, Beach
tuxped the property over to the min-
ing interests, in return for stock in
the company, which wap -controlled
by the brothers. The mine failed,
however, and in 1917 it "was sold to
another mining corporation, but the
brothers still remained as principal
stockholders in the new concern.

Samuel Beach cited his brother; C.
L. Beach to accomunt and this was
filed with the Surrogate. Later Sam-
uel took excxeption to the account and
former Judge Wilson who was then
presiding, -referred the matter to
former Judge Joshua R. Salmon, a8
Special Master- He heard testimony
for both sides and flled his report.
Not satisfied with hig report, Sam-
uel Beach -filed an excxepton to it,
and it was these exceptions which
Judge Holland heard.
