Beaver Brook Dmry, Rockaway, N,
J. is owned by John Spear, and Ed-
ward J. Addis, who has been connect-
ed With Some of the largest herds in
the state is his herdsman.

Mr. Spear started a herd of Guern- |
sey cows in 1926 which were free Tu-
berculin tested. All these cows have
been tested three times without a re-
actor and this makes the herd accred-
ited. - The herd now consists of 67
head and is one of the finest and high-
est testing herds in the county. Each
cow. is fed according to the amount
of milk she gives, at the rate of 1 Ib,
fgod to every 3 1bs. of milk.

4 -Each cows milk I8 weighed and re-
corded each day. The cows are all
groomed and washed before each
milking and the milkers have to wash
their hands after each cow is milked.
Mr. Spear is very particular to have

1the milk, cows, milkers and also the

barn very clean.

Mr, Spear has mude a Jot ot im-
provements in the last two years,
building a horse barn and is now
making an addition to the main cow
ha'i'n, to make room for an increase
in the herd. He raises all heifers
trom the best cows:. His dairy is vis-
ited each mouyr by a cow tester sent
out by the Morris County Cow Testing
Asgsociation. This -man' weighs and
takes & sample of the milk of each
cow which is tested by-the Babcock
method to determine - the percent of
butterfat

‘Mr. Spear has this test made 80 that
the public can' tell ‘what -petcent but-
terfat the milk it uses contains. As
the State law of New Jersey requires
& milk that contains 3% butterfat, Mr.
Spear {8 ranks high as the milk from
his dairy averages very close to 5%.
And in feeding babies it is mot nec-
egsary to use the top milk as all may
be used. Guernsey milk is the best
'milk 'for bables.

Justiee Parker Admits Association jsl

J Party To Sult

The admission of the Rockaway
Township Taxpayers' Association as
a party to a suit instituted by the Culp
Construction Company against the
Rockaway Township Committes was
allowed by Supreme Court Justice
Charles W. Parker, Saturday morning
despite the opposition of both the
plaintiff and the defendant in the sult,

The Culp Company did certain work

fn rebuilding a road through Rocka-
way Township, on which State ald was
given, and submitted bills for addi-
tional repairs. in connection with the
contract.
The bill for the extra work was or-
dered paid when approved. by the
counsel but before he acted the Culp
Construction Company got the check
for §2,500. Payment was immediately
stopped; before it could be cashed and
this led to the civil suft.

The Taxpayers' Association applied
for a rule to show cause why it should
not be made party to the suit and tes-
timony was taken hefore Albert H.
Holland, a Supreme Court Commis-
sjoner, This was submitted to the
Court.

The Rockaway Township Committee
counsel, Francis H, Stickle, argued
vigorously against the admitting of
the Taxpayers' Assoclation and Sam-
uel Meyerson, counsel for the Cuip
Construction Company, also opposed.
John O. TotteJr., appeared as coun-
se! for Harry Egbert, vice-president
of the association, who brought the
action.

Justice Parker said that the amount
of fire and fury expended would seem
to be the best reason for allowing.an
admisslon of the association ag g{nr”t.y
Something was manifest-
ly ‘wrong, he declared, and there was |
no_.explanatfon as to how the check
reached the Culp Company.

Mr, Stickle said that in August 1927,
the township started to- improve its
main road with State aid and. Henry
0. Peckham was engaged as engineer
and authorized at times to have cer~
tain additional work done under his
direction. Included in this was fixing
the entrances to the Kehoe and Flood
properties, the estimated cost of which
he said was about $360 for the Kehoe
property and $50 for the Flood.

The Culp Company submitted sev-
eral bills which he disapproved and
finally put in one in April for $2,664.
This was ordered paid when dpproved
by .the counsel and if found correct.
There was no authority to deliver the
check for the payment of the money
to the Culp Company, Mr. Stickle said,

ment was then stopped. The bill was
too high, he contended.

Mr. Stickle sald that politics had a
lot to do with the case and the taxpay-
er involved was a candidate for office,
He was doing the best he could to de-
fend the township, Mr. Stickle contin-
ued, and resented anyone coming in as
a reflection on him as an officer of the
court and clerk of the township.

Justice Parker said that he suppos-
ed there was certain personal feeling
and naturally some political interests
mixed in any move of this kind.

Mr. Meyerson said that the Culp|
Company opposed the move to let the
association in as it was not shown
where the Township Committee = had
exceeded its authority. The Culp Com-
pany didn't want to be a weapon for
anyone in any factional or political
fight or take any sides and had enough
to do to present its own case.
