Preceded by a gathering of notables
and & display of rockets and serial
bombs, u new heam of light will ap-
pear In the sky from the 24 inch aer-
fal beacon on top of the Administra-
tion Building at Lake Mahawk, Spar-
ta, N. J,, July 4th, at 9:30 P. M. This
light projecting a two mile beam of
three million candle power will be set
in motion by Bernt Balchen, well
known for his trans-atlantic flight
with Commander Byrd and for his
participation in the Greenley Island
relief flight with Floyd Bennett. The
Honorable Blace Cole, Senator from
Sussex County will make an address
and representatives from the New
Jersey Light and Power Company and
from the Sperry Gyroscope Company
of Brooklyn will be present.

The heacon set at an angle of ap- |

proximataly ten degrees will make
two, revolutions a minute and
flash will be visible at a dislance of
twenty to thirty miles depending on
weather conditions and the elevation
of the observer, The light will he op-
erated from dusk to dawn and can be
picked up by approaching planes at
a8 great a distance as elghly miles.

" The operator knmew that her only
‘chance to flag the train was at Den-
ville tower, two miles below Rocka-
way. She had no wire to the tower
and at that-hour, she could not call
the Denville station nor any phone
near the tower from which a iméssen:
ger could be sent, but she remember-
ed that she had passel calls {0 the
dispatchers office in the Lackawanna
railrond yards at Port Morris.
