Dear Birs:

I learn with regret of the continued
opposition of a group which call them+
selves the Welfare Organization for
the Denville Methodist Church.

Since this has come to my attentiont
again,-just as we are appealing to the
greater Denville community - for fin-
ancial cooperation in building an ade-
guate community church plant, I am
{nipelled to say that this organization
started as a group of friends who had
jdéas that they wished to present to
me and the Official body of the local
church,—ideas that varied from the
proposed plan. This was entirely in
order as a group opinion and desire.
‘I miet with them and their represent-
atives met with the Building Commit-
tee when 1 was present. Every phase
thought of was discussed, concessions
made and it seemed to me that a com-
promise had been found.

But because thd Quarterly Confer-
ence ahd Bnlldlng Committee finally
decided not to accept some main de-
mands of this group it now seems that
gome of them are in bad spirit oppos-
ing the total undertaking.

As a group of members they had a
right, if not a duty, to make any sug-
gestions that seemed to them con-
atructive but having made them and
the Quarterly Conferehce, Trustees
and Building Committee having decid-
ed not to follow: the demands, a8 mem-
bers of the church they had done alt
they had a right to- do. “Those who
know this have withdrawn from active
oppos‘ltlon

What I wish to say is that this group
has no rlght to use the Methodist
Church name and have no standing in
the case as an organization. The
megbers, involved necessarily as in-

duct on the premises.

1 am impelled to write you because
gtatements I have read in the press
would give a contrary impression. 1
do not wish.any citizen to be misled
or. prejudiced against this plan of
church development that will be 8o
i great a credit to the neighborhood and
hould challenge the active interest ot
very man and woman who seeks the
hlg'hest good,’ especlally for the youth
of the town.
