Talking with women {n New Jertey,
Mrs. Baker says she found that they
had listened carefully and earnestly
to Mr. Hoover's speech of acceptance,
Already they know his executive abil-
ity through his war work .and his
achievements as Secretary of Com;
merce. They belleve that he can and
will do more to. raise living standards
than the Democratic candidate.
“While I am not predicting what the
majority will be,” she concluded, “I
am confident that New Jersey will go
Republican ot Election day.”

Highway Between DeHart Coryer And
Dover

Plans for the hooking up of the ex-
tension of the new Btate Highway, be-
tween DeHart Corner and Dover to
Blackwell Street, near Hurd Park,
were discussed by the Board of Free-
holders and a State Engineer, last
week. ) :

The Freeholders were asked to pass
a resolution to vacate part of West
Clinton Street between the- center
line of the present existing tracks of
the Central Raflroad and a peint 23
feet distant towards West Clinton
street 8o that the railroad can negot-
iate for as easement.

The railroad is asking, In the con-

structfon plans, for provisions for a
possible additional track end -this is
not possible unless there i# some ‘en-
croachment on land dedicated for
highway purposes, therefore' the re-
guest of the Highway Commission.
_ The State Highway cutoff, ghpwn
&e Bection 16A of Route 5 ruus below
Rockaway through Dover parallel to
Blackwell street and comes 'to what
is practically a dead end, making it
necessary for traffic to turn ‘left over
Dover “side streets to Blackwell 8t.

The continuation plans callfor the,
building of a bridge over West Clin~|
ton street, the Central Railroad, Lack-
awann Rallroad, over camal ' bridge
and Rolling Mill Pond to comé aut on
Blackwell street near Princeton av-
enue and Hurd Park,

Where the new highway will inter-
sect with Blackwell street elaborate
plans for a division ot traffic so as to
eliminate the danger of accidept have | b
been made. The present. spgs of
Blackwell street will be nlrro'yﬁg
pomewhat and made a on¢ way.iraf-
tic route for autpmobiles coming from
Mine Hill direction to go into Dover.
A new road will be constructed to
curve under the viaduct of the mew
highway and join the wlder u,ct!on
of Blackwell strect’sbove the Inter:
gection. This will be a one way sireet
for traffic coming from the center of
Dover. The traffic over the state
highway cut off in both directions
would keep to the center of the road
and therefore there would. be no tie-
ups and iiitle danger of.accident.

It would be necessary for some
drainage to be done on West Clinton
 ptreet, Mr. Temperley said, and the
engineer was. authorized to cooperate
with the State Highway Commiaslon
in arranging for’ this.

The matter of giving the rlght of
way was referred to the Road Com-
mittee, Engineer and Counsel to draw
the proper resolution for actlon at the
next meetixg.
