Mrs. Laura T. Oram, of Wharton,
widow of the late Thomas W. Oram,
Sled a bill of complaint in tbe Cban-
cery Court for her dower right of the
estate left by Mr. Oram's father, Rob-
erg F. Oram, Sr. William Tyack, of
Madison, was her attorney.
