The Court of Errors and Appeals
upheld the Rockaway Rolling Mill
in demanding that a grade crosisng
which had been removed by the Lack-
awanns Railroad eotering the plants
between the N. J. Central and D. L.
& W. Railroeds shall be retained. The
cage had been in the courts for some
time. It was tried in the Court of
| Chancery and that Court upheld the
Rolling Mi1l.

An appeal was taken to the Court
of Errors and Appeals by the Ralil-
road Company from the Chancery
‘Cdurt decision and Tuesday that court
was upheld. -
