The letter
a8 received reads in part as follows:
“The Vestris had just arrived in New
fYork on or about May 18, 1918, from
a trip to South American ports with
a cargo of “bully” beef, South Amer-
ican hares and fish when it was trans-
ferred into the tramsport service. The
eabins apd other portions of the ship
were fitted up with wooden bunks, I
occupied a bunk in what was former-
Iy the dining salon. These bunks were
built in tiers of four or five high with
a narrow passage way between. One
couldn’t expand their chest or they
wouldn’t get in -or out of the bunk.
The troops on board included Compan-
fes I and K of the 311th Infantry and
Company D of the 308tk M, G, Bn,

We sailed from Brooklyn and pro-
ceeded to Halifax, N. 8., where we
joined a convoy of fourteen troop
transports. The Vestris was fhe only
ship. not camouflaged and occupled &
position In the’ center of the convoy
with two ships on either side, the bal-
ance of the convoy being ahead and
astern. As the convoy neared the Ir-
ish coast they were to be escorted
t:hru the danger zone by Brlush sub-
The cb ® were behind
schedule in “picking up” the convoy
and the convoy cruised about await-
ing their. arrival. It was a grand and
glorious feeHug when we -Bpotted the
sub-chasers on the horizon and well
might it be such a feeling as we dis-
covered later.
