I. In taberculosis death rate New
Jersey shows a steady but decided de-
crease, while Morris County shows
wide fluctuations with little it any de-
crease,

11. Morris County however had the
fourth highest death raté fn 1928 and
in 1927 moved down to twelfth place.

II1. Peak of deaths from _tubercu-
losls is. between 20-39 years of age
while ¢rom other diseases except
pneumonis the peak occurs between
$0-75 years of age.

IV. One out of every three deaths in
Morris County between ages 20-39 is
due to tuberculosis.
