Born in Waterford, Ireland, of a
family which migrated from Scotland !
two generations before, Mr. F‘isher'
followed in his father’s footsteps in !
embarking on a journalistic career. !
The family, while in Scotland, had in-:
cluded one male member who was!
knighted and one who gained
prominence as an author,
With hig brother, Harry, now Dub-
lin correspondent for a large London
daily, Mr. Fisher succeeded his father’
as owner of the Munster Express.
Previously he had been educated. at
Winchestér in' England.

An ardent Parnellite, Mr. Fisher
supported the Home Rule leader vig-
orously in the editorial columns of the
Munster Express, and was arrested
three times during the heated agita-
tion of the eighties. He served a short
jail term and was released by the
“pleasnre” of Queen Victoria.

In the early nineties he married
Miss Annie Walters, also 4 native of
Watertord, and in 1893, at the begin-
ning of the second Cleveland Admin-
istration, came to the Unitéd States.

In 1805, Mr. Fisher added an inter-
est in the steel business tp his journ-
alistio sctivities.. .IL. was he_who scld
the first bar of hollow, rolled, drilled
steel in this countrf and in Canada
and he bécame a pionéer in the devel-
opment of that industry. Nine years
later, he left journalism and devoted
himself wholly to the steel businesai
and by dint of war contracts aequired
a. considerable fortune, the steel be-
ing used as drill pointr in blusﬁng for
war trenches.

: Business reverses came in 1921.
however Steel at lower prices was
being importéd from Europe, plrtlc-
ularly from Sweden. Mr. Fisher, find-
ing his fortune dwindiing to almost
nothing, joined the staff of the Even-
