al. The borough of Rockaway purch-
ased the State's right in the canal
from Wall street eastward to Halsey
avenue, including a basin midway be-
tween the two streets which it pur-
poses using as a public park. In or-
der to widen and regraile Wall street
where it bends northerly from Main
street to the canal and open_ a new
street along the south hank" of the
canal to the park, the borough ex-
changed lots with the defendants, giv-
ing them the canal lot facing Wall
street for their lot adjoining on the
south.
