Against High Explos-
ive At Picatinny

ClM^Mttl For Smokeless Powder Star-
age Houses

The' disaster of July 10, 1926, at
Lake Denmark has caused the Navy
Department to abandon storage of
high explosives there for all time, and
as a result the annual Navy Depart-
ment supply bill passed by the Sen-
ate Saturday carries an appropriation
ot $100,000 for new buildings for stor-
age ot smokeless powder.

"While It is desirable to replace
thirteen smokeless powder maga-
zines," Hear Admiral I.. E. Gregory,
chief of the Bureau of Yards and
Docks, told the House of Representa-
tives appropriations committee, "the
necessity for reducing the total of es-
timates for public works has made It
Impracticable to ask for more than
the above amount of $100,000, which
will replace four buildings to be used
for the storage of smokeless powder.

"At Lake Denmark we are not plan-
ning to store high explosives any
longer. We are using that station for
smokeless powder, so that the explos-
ive risk will not be any longer incur-
red nt that plare."
