In hts interesting lecture,
"Acres of Diamonds," Dr. Russell Con-
well relates an experience which oc-
curred when he was a young mnn
clerking In a store. A customer de-
sired to purchase a Jack knife, but
there were no Jack knives In the store
for sale. Another customer who de-
sired the same article left the store
dissatisfied. By the time the third
customer asked for the same article
plenty of jack knives were on the
counter for sale.

While the public creates the demaad
which business must satisfy, Service
Implies more than iust satisfying this
demand. Service in business should
creatq, a spirit of good will, of per-
Bonal Interest, mutual trust and com-
radeship. Service demands not only
that the customer be furnished with
a jack knife when lie asks for It, but
also, that when he desires another one
he will return to the same counter for
It The most important thing la not
that a transaction was made that may
have brought a profit to the dealer,
but that through that satisfaction
which the customer had In the tran-
saction other people will be Influenced
to trade at the same place.

Service In business has a sort of
plus value. It is a sort of spirit
which satisfies a public In mien a way
that It creates good will. The old pol-
icy of "an eye for an eye and a tooth
for a tooth" can no longer be the
creed of a snecessful business career.
Self-preservation Is not the first law
of life In the realm of human values,
and business Is mare concerned with
human than material values.

The most serious loss to any busi-
ness concern Is'not money but satis-
fied patronage. In the competition of
the modern business world'where one
concern endeavors to secure advan-
tage nt the expense of Its competitor,
the element which ultimately wins la
something more than the quality of
the article produced; It Is that, but
also SERVICE on the higher levels,
which creates confidence, mutual un-
derstanding, permanent satisfaction
and good will.
