Further details of the proposed
electrification.of the Delaware, Lack-'
awanna and Western Railroad were

;announced Friday by Henry Peck,
j superintendent of the northern divls-
i loa of the Jersey Central Power and
j Llglit Company, with offices in Mor-
rlstown. The Public Service Gas and
Electric Company and the New Jersey
Power and Light Company, have also
issued statements concerning the
furnishing of power for the electrifi-
cation of the railroad on the Morris
and Kssex Division from Hobokep/to j
Dover.

The contract entered Into with the
Central Jersey Power and Light Com-
pany provides for the supply for
twenty years of all the power used by
the Lackawanna between Maplewood
and Denville. The Public Service will
supply that used from Hoboken to
Maplewood, and the New Jersey Com-
pany from Denville to Dover.

The Central Jersey Company will
supply alternating current electricity
over its tower lines" from its new
power station In Whlppany to Sum-
mit and a sub-station at West Sum-
mit. There the Lackawanna will con-
vert the alternating current of 33,000
volts to a direct current of 3,000 voits.

The same current will be supplied
by this company for the electrifica-
tion of the Passaic and Delaware
branch between Summit and Glad-
stone.

According to Mr. Peck, it is unlike-
ly that his company will begin to sup-
ply the electricity for the road until
early In 1931. The exact plan he does
not know. The power.will be furn-
ished for lighting tbe station and oth-
er necessities along the line, Mr. Peck
said.

The Lackawanna's engineers esti-
mate that the power requirements to
be supplied by Public Service will be
about 15,000 kilowatts of demand and
that during the year 36,000,000 kilo-
watt hours of electrical energy will
be used.

The present plans are tor electri-
fication ot the Morris and Essex Di-
vision from Hoboken to Dover by way
of Morrlatown; the Montclair Branch
from Rosevtlle avenue to Montclair
and the Passaic and Delaware Branch
from Summit to Gladstone. The con-
tract also. includes light and power
for the Tailroad's stations and Bhops
and for the large terminal warehouse
now being constructed at the Hobo-
ken Terminal.
