Shooting Woman j Power and Light Co. New Shares Over Maxim Tablet

Two Troopers Begin ftentence At
Trenton

Two state troopers began to serve
jail sentences Tuesday as a result of
the fatal shooting of Miss Beatrice
Meaney, when troopers staged an all-
night Beige on the Meaney Farm In
Hunterdon County about two year*
ago.

Twenty-four troopers with war-
rants sworn out by the 8. P. (!. A,
seeking the arrest of Timothy and
James Meaney for Improperly feeding
their stock iuui cattle, surrounded
the Meaney home and staged an all
night siege when the Meaney'g reflat-
ed arrest. Shots were exchanged dur-
ing he night and In the morning MIs»
Beatrice Meaney was found mortally
wounded. One of her brothers was
also wounded. The troopers were In
command of Second Lieutenant Dan-
iel P. Rogers. Rogers was sentenced
to five years in state prison and fined
$1,000, while Trooper, Larsen was
sentenced to three years In prison.
They appealed to the Supreme Court
and to the Court of Errors but both
courts (sustained the convictions and
sentence was begun Tuesday.

Sober Workers Cause
Of Prosperity

Noted Author Telia Paris Of Benefit*
Of Prohibition

In an open letter in the Paris Le'
Monde, Upton Sinclair, well known
American novelist, protests vigorous-
ly against the publishers "being vic-
timized by the anti-prohibition propa-
ganda which is circulated wholesale
in the United States and abroad." Mr.
Sinclair is emphatic in his assurance
that the prohibition laws are of "enor-
mous benefit to the United States,"
and that the sober worker "Is the
main cause of the prosperity now en-
joyed by the more highly paid work-
ers in thle country, and is also the
cause of our industrial productivity
which breaks all records." He as-
sures the readers of the French Journ-
al that It is quite possible to live with-
out wine and beer—"I have done it
all my life, and millions of others in
America do It."

"I doubt," says the writer, "if the
alcohol drunk In America today is
one-tenth of that drunk before prohi-
bition."—The Union Signal.

Is for all power requirements of the
Lackawanna between Maplewood and
Denvlllo on one branch, and on the
Pas»aic and Delaware branch from
Summit to a point Juat south of Lyons
which. In turn, Is south of Bernarda-
vllle. Power will be supplied by the
Jersey Central over Its tower' line
from Its station In Whtppany to a
sub-station at West Summit. There
the Lackawanna will convert the al-
ternating current of 33,000 volts to a
direct current of 3,000 volts, The
WJilppany station of the Jersey Cen-
tral Power and Light Company serves
the northern division of the company,
with headquarters at Morris town, It
was constructed and put In service
about two years ago.

The electrification of the Hoboken-
Dover branch of the D. L, & W., which
is the line covered In the present con-
tract, Is to be followed In the neaT
future by the electrification of the
line paralleling this trunk and run-
ning from HoboXen by way of Pater-
son to D«nvllle. Jersey Central's
share of this business will be from a
point just north of Mountain View to
Denvllle.

The principal stations on the line
which Is to be first electrified and
which Is to be served by the Jersey
Central are Mllburn, Short Hills,
Summit, Chatham, Madison, Convent,
Morrlstown, Berkley Heights, Gillette,
Stirling and Mllllngton. The signing
of the contract to electrify the D. L>.
& W. followed many months of nego-
tiation, and the decision to use cent-
ral station power was made by the D,
L, & W. engineers after a survey con-
vlnoed them that It would he more
economical to contract for their re-
quirements rather than to construct
and operate their own power plant.
