Navy Shell Explodes j Many Object ! Will Never
At Dover Home | To Increase! Be Forgotten

Three children of Mr. and Mm.
Ralph Tromiollo, of 27 Samls avenue,
Dover, were badly Injured while at
play Tuesday morning when. John,
sixteen years old, put a 4-Inch shell
upon u chapping block and proceeded
to cut it to pieces with an axe. The
shell exploded, driving a piece of
shrapnel an Inch and a half long and
one inch thick through the left side
of Anna Tronuelln, eleven; imbedding
smaller pieces In the face and should-
ers of Reginald, four, and badly lac-
erating John'H hands, urniH and legs.

About a year ago two shells were
found by the children In the Rocka-
way Elver near the Tronaello home.
One was thrown In the newer and the
other stored away in the barn for fu-
ture inveatigatlon. It is surmised
that the shells were either blown Into
the river at the time of the Lake Den-
mark disaster three years ago, or
were picked up by souvenir hunters
after the explosion and dropped Into
the river when found to be loaded.

Tuesday morning the shell was tak-
en from Its resting place In the barn
and taken to the yard for closer In-
spection, Not content with an exam-
ination of the outside of It, John de-
cided to find out what It was made of
and placed it on the chopping block.
It was during this operation that the
shell burst and painfully Injured John
and his brother and sister.

Patrolman Russell Vunderhoof took
the children to the Dover General
Hospital where they were treated by
Dr. William V. Costello. After having
their wounds dressed, the two boyB
were taken to their home. Anna, Is
still at the hospital, the full extent of
her Injuries not yet having been de-
termined: The piece of shrapnel en-
tered the back of one of her legs just
below the hip, penetrating through to
the front where It was stopped by the
skin, The piece was removed and It
was found to he dirty and black with
powder. The wound was considered
by the doctor In charge a dangerous
one and the little girl will be kept at
the hospital under strict observation

Brussels.—It costs exactly $777, or
27,000 Belgian francs, to become a

j baron of the kingdom of Belgium. And
there Is no record as yet of any per
son having refused the title because It
cost too much.

King Albert confers from three to
ifly* titles of nobility every year, most-
ly to elderly gentlemen of great merit
In most cases the title of baron Is con-
ferred and only in exceptional cases
Is It a hereditary title. So the number
of noblemen Is not much increased
by the king's annual distribution of
titles, as the holders and their wives
usually are too aged to enjoy It for
• long time, and their children do
not heneflt from It at all.

The expenses of becoming a be ran
are rather high, because the state lev-
ies a tax on registering any new title
of nobility. The official recording of
a title costs $130. The title of baron
Is taxed $110 besides, while n new vis

. count has to pay Sl'O in addition, n
prince or duke $300. To this Is added
the expenses for n certificate. The
certificate Is a marvelous document.
hand written hy experts and hnnd
painted In the manner of medieval
documents. Without such a certificate
the title Is not worth n cent. With
the certificate It Is worth at lenst the
$777 paid foi It. and. In the eyes of
the world, probably much more.

Ancient Surgical Tools
Like Those Now in Use

Surgeons of 2,000 years ago used
Instruments similar In shape to those
of today. This was shown by probes
and forceps uncovered In tbe burled
city of Pompeii, and recently exhibit-
ed in London. The large number of
probes in comparison to other instru-
ments of the collection suggests that
cutting wns a large part of surgical
worlt before the year 79, when the
eruption of Vesuvius burled the city.

While the shapes of the Instruments j
In some cases are almost Identical j
with those of the modern surglcnl |
tools, their steel Is less flexible. The
absence of saws from the collection
Indicates amputations were rarely at
tempted, largely because of lack of
knowledge about circulation of the
blood, says Popular Science Monthly.

Surgery is known to have been prac-
ticed at an early date. When Alex-
ander the Great Invaded lands east
of the Mediterranean In 800 B. C, he
found It being practiced by the na-
tives with great skill. There Is evi-
dence that surgery was In ose ID
Egypt as early as 5,000 or 6,000 B. C..

Famous Painting
Gainsborough's picture, "The Bine

Boy," Is a portrait of Jonathan But-
tall, son of a rlcb London merchant,
and It was painted In 1770. Blue and
brown predominate. According to
tradition, Gainsborough painted It to
confute the dictum of Sir Joshua Rey-
nolds In his eighth "Discourse," In
which he said In part: "It ought to
be Indispensably observed that the
masses of light In a picture be al-
ways of a warm mellow color, yellow,
red or a yellowish white, and that the
blue, the gray or the green colors be
kept almost entirely out of these
masses and be used only to support or
set off these warm colors. . . . Let
the light be cold and the surrounding
color warm, as we often see In the
works of the Roman and Florentine
painters, and It will be out of the pow-
er of art, even In tbe hands of
Rubens and Titian, to make a pic-
ture splendid and harmonious."

the Indian territory from Georgia,
Alabama, Florida and Mississippi.
These tribes were the Cherokees,
Choctnws, Chlckasnws, Creeks and
Semlnoles. These Indians held slaves
and during the Civil war all of these
tribes Joined the Confederacy. They

i were compelled hy the treaties of 1800
to cede to the United States much of
their western lands upon which they
had established no settlements, as s
homo for friendly Indians of other
tribes.
