Now Braun has started tho Chan-
cery action to foreclose the second
mortgage of $3,600 on the Rockaway
property, and It was In answer to this
that Bolitho filed a lengthy reply.

Mr. Belllngham was not appointed
chief by Bolitho when the latter was
county prosecutor, ho pointed out, It
wasn't until arter tho present County
Judge, Albert H. Holland, succeeded;
Bolitho as Prosecutor, that a chlet
was named.

When Bolitho was prosecutor, there
arose a controversy over the bills and
costs as the men were being paid on
a per ill em basis and this led the Free-
holders to take action and the Civil
Service Commission conducted exam-
inations.

Find Petrified Trees
Buried in Texat Sand

Eagle rnns, Tcxng.—A forest of
petrlfled trees rivaling the Itcdwood
giant* of California In size lies par-
tially burled beneath tba Bond hill*
northeast of hero.

Hidden by npnrge growth of mo»-
quite, cactus, mm bush grass the fallen
giant* are almost unknown even to
the Mattered resident* of the «ur-
rounding country. The trees lire bur-

)l*fl, except for a few, beneath the
•andy toll of low lilllg.

Cylindrical sections of the ancient
tree* vary In width from Rlx to twelve
feet. Some lie scattered above the

iiurfe.ee. Many have one end above
I the ground with the other end burled.

The area, although little known now,
lit a paradise for geologists nnd pnle-
lootologliU. The rock trunk* show
I bark rings and grain effect of wood.

length of landing run; Inpdlng speed;
minimum speed with power on, and
minimum speed with power off,

The type and setting of propellers
shall he the same for all tests and
shall not be changed for different
tests. In the case of multl-englned
planes, performance tests may be
made with one or more of the engines
not in action. The code gives spe-
cific technical direction* to the univer-
sities on how the test* must he con-
ducted In order to be considered staud-
ard.
