Morris County was again represent-
ed In Washington Monday, when hear-
fngs on the proposed 50,000-watt
broadcasting station. near Whippany
were resumed by the Federal Radio
‘Commission, S8peaking in. behalf of
the Columbia Broadcasting Company,
Sam Pickard, the president, told the
commission Wednesday of last week
that station WABC would riot he com-
pleted §f it was found that it consti-
tuted a nufsance. Engineers of his

any harm would be ‘done by the sta-
tion,

An attempt was made by Assistant
Attorney General Duane E, Minard to
gshow that the application to erect the
station did not conform with the radio
act of 1927. Mr. Minard classed WABC
as a “forelgn transmitters” and men-
tioned the advisability of excluding
some of the so-called “foreign” sta-
tions from the State, ‘

The assistant attorney general con-
tends that radio licenses are property
rights despite the fact that they may
be revoked by the Federal govern-
ment. Repregenting the Board of
Freeholders, Howard F. Barrett filed
a petition in the form of a resolution,
stating that the proposed transmitter
would seriously affect the people of
Morr{s County.

Appearing as an expert witness, 1,
J. Rodman, a radio engineer attached
to the District Attorney's office testi-
fied that the proposed transmitter
would . probably . cause _objectionable
interference to lsteners within a cer-
tain' radius;. About eight countfes
would probably be affected, he safd.

Ford Pays $7.00
A Day Now

Ralse Will Amount to $20,000,000, In-
crease Eifective Pec, 1.

Twenty milllon a year payroll in-
crease with a $7 a day minimum for
all Ford workers in the United States
wug announced by the Foqrd Motor
Company on Tuesday.

The $7 a day mmimum replacing
the old $6 a day minimum affects
24,320 Ford workers.

An additional 113,643 workeru aré
affected by an Increase of 5c an hour
in the wage of those who work on an
hourly basis.

The increaseg apply to all
workers in the United States.

The bc increase in the hourly wage
means the minimum for this class of
workers will be $7.30 for an eight-
hour day.

The Increases becnme effective De-
cembler 1st,

Edsel Ford, presldent of the Ford
Motor Company announced that “it is
our belief that in making these in-
creases we are Increasing the buying
power of our workers in Detrott and
elsewhere.”
