New Jersey Central
Takes Wharton R. R.

Will Begin It* Operation January
First, mo

January l, operation of the Whar-
ton & Northern Railroad will be tak-
en over by the Central. Railroad of
New Jersey. This will include opera-
tions on the Mt. Hope Mineral Rail-
road which service has been, handled
through the offices of the Wharton &
Northern. The latter operates from
Wharton to Green Pond Junction
where It connects with the Erie Rail-
road. Since October 30, 1928, the
Wharton & Northern has maintained!
only a freight service, the Public Util-
ities Commission having granted the
request to discontinue passenger Ber-
vice on that date.

The principal business of the road
is derived from the transfer of freight
from one railroad to another, which,
amounts to approximately 375,000
tons a year. In addition to this 70,000
tons of freight is handled ton the army
at Picatinny and the navy at Lake
Denmark. Since the abandonment of
a train crew on the Mt. Hope Mineral
Railroad three years ago, the Whar-
ton & Northern baa been doing the
hauling on this line from the mines
at Mt. Hope and Richard mines. The
mines at Mt. Hope ship an average of
12,000 tons of iron ore a month while
the Richard output is about 7,000.
This work requires one trip a day,
while on the Wharton & Northern,
three round trips are made daily from
Wharton to Green Pond Junction.
