Refusing to “stick 'em ap,”
handing the hold-up man who order-
ed him to do so a smack in the jaw
Willlam Curry, proprietor of the Lin-
coln Park Grill, 1070 Broad street,
Newark, was shot to death early on
Tuesday morning.

Curry, who had been spending the

The younger Curry and four other
patrons, dumbfounded by the sudden
turn of events, could make no move
before the gunman turned upon them
and ordered them ull into a rear room.

From the younger Curry the bandits
took $6 and from the cash register |
they stole $35.

Ordering the five men to make no
move for ten minutes, as they would
be on guard upstalrs, the bandits left,

Curry was well known in Dover,
where he lived for a namber of years,
conducting a saloon on the corner of
Warren and Dickerson. streets. He

gave it up when prohibition went in-
to effect. He moved to Bernardsville,
where lie aperated a hotel for several.
years, later going to Newark where|
he operated a cafe in the basement of
the Lincoln Park hotel where he was
killed Tuesday morning.
