2, The cost that the Township will
charge for the laying. of the sidewalks
and curbs, does not appear on the
notlce, and s apparently not avafl-
able.

3. There 1s no estimated nor defin.
ite cost for grading.

4. Some properties along the Mor-
ristown Road have not been surveyed
for sidewalks.

6, The sapecificatlons for the lay-
ing of the sidewalks and curbs, should
be nccossible. We understand they
will not be available for uae unless
n fee I8 charged: we belleve thia ser-
vico should he free, ‘

6. The notice doer not atate wheth-
or or not the engineering fee of 7%,
ta to he paid by the property owners
when the Township lays the slde-
walks and curba,

7. The concrete portion of the walk
should be moved to within elghteen
(1%) iuches of the curb,

Conuty’s Interests

Any attempt to take large sections
ot valuable Morris County lands and -
use them for water storage purposes
will he vigorously opposed, the mem-
bers of the Board of Freeholders have
decidod, announcing themselves as
prepared to flght to the limit to safe-
guard the itterests of the county.
Freoholder Willlam C, 8pargo
brought the matter up when he spoke
of proposed water plants in the west-
ern end of the county., The board has
followed the situation very caretully,
he declared, but no move can be made
at present.

Stephen C. Griffith  dectared that
the board must be opposed to larger
counties coming in and gradbbing val-
uable land for water purposes. Mor-
ris County does not want to be self-
tsh, he said, Lut it brings serious
hardships to bear on this county when
land vight near the county seat and
the metropolitun aren was propossd
to he tuken. These watersheds should
be kept in the suburban areag, he add-
od, eapecially when it is proposed that
the large counties pay no taxes on
such water property.
