Tit Navy Suopply BOL—Request For -
$63,000 For Storage Quarters Turned
Down Y

Appropriations totaling $58,000 for
improvements at the Lakehurst naval
air station and the Lake Denmark, N,
J.,, ammunition depot recommended
in the Navy Department bill have been
reported to Congress. :

The sum of $35,000 was recommend-
ed to replace a shell house destroyead
in the disastrous explosion of 1926 at
Lake Denmark. This replacement
would be part of the general program
of reconstruction befng carried out
over a period of several years.

Improvements to the present BR8O-
line storage equipment and the water .
system at the Lakehurst station were
recommended In the bill. These im-
provements would cost $28,000.

The appropriations committee re-
jected o Navy Department recom-
mendation that $75,000 be appropriat-
ed for the transfer of a hangar trom
Hampton Roads, Va.,, to Lakehurst.
It was found, the committee stated
that  the additlonal accomodations
were not needed at Lakehurpt.

At the same time, the committee
relected u request for $63,000 to pro-

vide stornge quarters for black pow~
der at lLake Denmark.
