For Mt. Hope

Voter« Approve Plan For Four-Room
Additlon to Present Bullding

The voters of Rockaway Township
have cast a favorable vote for a four-
room addition to the Mt. Hope school,
which will cost approxlmately $48,000.
The vote was almost unanimous, only
two casting unfavorably out of forty-
five.

The new addition will consist of
four modern class rooms, & teachers’
room, rest room and basement, and
will be a two-atory and basement,
bullt of face brick. A small auditori-
um with a stage will also be placed
on the second floor, with a mseating
capacity of 100. With the erection of
this new building, the old fonr-room
achool building will be abandoned,
and all classes up to the eighth grade
will be housed under one roof. The
Ruflding to which the addition will be
made was built In 1922 and conaisted
of four rooms, but the need for addi-
tional facilites has grown to such
proportions that it was deemed nec-
essary to request a mew building.

The entire building will be e juip-
ped with electric lights and (ollets
will be placed in the basement.
