UH the (own without JI railroad; and
the [mythological effect heralded
abroad would in many ways have ii
damaging effect that would he far
reaching in the town's future devel-
opment.

On January 2llth, 1835, a charter
was Kecured front the Ktato .Legisla-
ture by the Morris and Essex Corpor-
ation for a railroad between Newark
and Moriistown. On March 2nd, 183K,
ti further charter right was granted
to continue the railroad to Denville,
Rochaway and Dover; and from time
to time thereafter additional charter
extensions of the railroad were grant-
ed until the present Morris &- Essex
Railroad from I'hillipshurK was com-
pleted.

On December 10th, 1SCS, the Lack-
awamia Kallroaii leaned 1 lie Morris
& Essex Railroad as a part of their
railroad system; and It Is now known
us the M. & K. it. K. division of that
system. It was leased for all time;
or, to be more accurate, during the
continuance of its charter, and the
renewals that, would thereafter be
made.

The Lackawanna Hailroad agreed
in this lease to do and perform so far
as it had the power, nil acts and
things which the ownerB of the prop-
erty (M. & E. H. It.) would he hound
by law to do and perform.

No where in the charter of the M.
& E. R. R. was any tight given by the
Legislature to abandon or cut off any
part of the line as provided and spec-
ified in the charter.

For years. Rockaway was on the
main line of the Lackawanna Rail-
road; and It la only within easy mem-
ory of Its citizens that any attempt to
deprive them of the advantages of
being on the main line was made.

A cut-off was made at Denville,
running to Dover and not passing
thru Rockaway; and thereafter, from
time to time, trains that were run-
niaig through Rockaway were run
over the cut-off, and the railroad
facilities of the Borough became lim-
ited. No attention as to the rights of
the citizens of the Borough were con-
sidered; and, although Committees
sent to the railroad company were
treated very courteously, no relief
was afforded; nnd the pinching off
of Rockaway from the railroad sys-
tem went forward as per plan.

At the time of the building of the
cut-off, If relief had been sought by
the authorities of the village from the
Interstate Commerce Commission at
Washington or possibly from the New
Jersey Railroad Commission, a change
in the plan of the railroad company

Indeed, relief in the prevention of

the cutting off of Home of trains might
have been given.

Just why Rockaway has been treat-
ed so shabbily by the Lackawanna
Kaiiroad Company, as the lessee ol
the M. & 10. It. It. is difficult to cypher
out. The cut-oft shortens the distance
only three fifUiii of a mile. One reati-
nn advanced is that the elevating of
their trades on tiie main street mi^bt
soon become mandatory, and the enst
of the work would be $;il)u,0uu or
nioi e. And then &f;aiii. the loss o!
some factory freight might have been
runslil.-ired.

Whatever ni.'iy have been the reas-
ons, tile only way to stop this serious
blow to the Borough is a stiff legal
fight before the Hoard at Washing-
ton; and, then in case of defeat there,
an appeal to the Supreme Court.

This is no kindergarten matter. If
there is to be any fight lit all, it
means a bitter one. A feeble effort
will get the IlorouKh nowhere, and
accomplish nothing. The best legal
talent, accustomed to such practice,
is necessary for a fight of this char-
acter; and it is up to the Borough
authorities to lake action to protect
the town's interest.

This is their plain duty, with the
honors attached to their office, there
also conn1 responsibilities that they
cannot shirk. If they fail in this duty,
tile disastrous effects from the cut-
ting off of the railroad from the town
will become so apparent with time,
that the weight of criticism they will
hnve to hear rrom the citizens of the
Borough, injured in property inter-
ests niicl otherwise, will Indeed be a
heavy one.

Waiting upon the courteous rail-
road officials will accomplish noth-
ing, and mean nothing. The "compro-
mise' or apparent concessions will
mean what they intended to do any-
way as per plan mapped out long in
advance. A prophecy may he ventur-
ed that they will run at. odd times
freight over the tracks from Denville
to Rockaway to carry their coal and
other freight. Perhaps they may run
a passenger train from Rockaway to
Deuville to meet trains; but in time
that service will be curtailed and then
wiped out.

The net result of all such inter-
views with the officials will be the
same as rocking In a chair,—plenty
of motion hut no progress.

Now. is there any hope of a suc-
cessful outcome in a fight against the
railroad company. Is this vast Lack-
awanna railroad with Its far-reach-
ing influence able to arbitrarily shut
out and abandon a town that for many
years has been on its main line. Both
justice and legal decisions are in
favor of the Borough's contention in
such mi event; and strange as it may
appear to even hard-boiled railroad
officials, might does not always
triumph over right.

If the portion of the railroad which
is sought to be abandoned was, from
the first, but a connecting portion of
its road which was of little public
benefit and could be only operated at
large loss, then it could be abandon-
ed.

But, here but recently the stretch
from Dover to Denville. by way of
Rocka ay, and which was on the
main line, was practically abandoned
in favor of the cut-off. Then again it
is of large Instead of little public
benefit; and again that portion of the
road is not operated at any large
loss; and if it had been operated as
it was originally, there would have
been no loss at all. Such loss is due
to the cut-off put in by the Lacka-
wannn Kailroad.

A railroad company cannot consult
its own convenience merely; but must
consider its duties to the public.

Certainly, no railroad company hav-
ing located its route under authority
of its charter, can alter it.

The Legislature granted them this
charter: and the Legislature, wo be-

Fallure of Harry Woolsey and a
domestic, employed at his home at
Green Pond, lo return Sunday night
cuused alarm to his parents.

He said he had stabbed her to death
with a hunting knife, and then threw
her body over the precipice. He e-
fused to reveal any motive for his
crime.

After he had committed the crime,
he wandered through the woods to
Neicong. and later came to Rocka-
way Where he said he slept at the
Jackson Lumber Yard until morning.
He was seen at the Lackawanna sta-
tion near midnight.
