The girl hastened to Harry Gordon,
a next door meighbor, who immed-
fately summoned Dr. MeElroy., It was
found Mr. Hamilton had suffered a
heart attack, brouglht on by his long
walk and by eating watermelon late
at night. Through the efforts of the
Doctor and by good nursing by his
sister, Mrs. Marietta Rogers, he ral-
lied for several days when complica-
tions developed and it was seen the
end was near. A kidney trouble and
bed pneumonia was the cause of his
death.
