The phrase "under the influence".
by reason of its obvious elasticity,
called forth many interpretations and
many legal arguments. Six or seven
years ago the issue was settled by a
decision handed down jn State VH.
Rodgers, a famous drunken driving
case, ta r r ied to the Court o£ Errors
and Appeals, The opinion written In
Dial caBe by Supreme Court Justice
Trenchard liaa provided a standard
of fitness for driving, and an interpre-
tation oT the phrase "under the in-
fluence", which serves as a guide
which law-enforcing authorities have
found of the utmost value.

In his decision Justice Trenchard
wrote that '"it iw not vHweniiul to the
existence of the statutory offense that
the driver Hhould be so intoxicated
that be cannot mifely drive a car.

In the apostolic . diocese of Mada-

gascar, the new converts, tho students
of the school and tlie catechlsts per-
form their spiritual retreat annually.

The Inhabitants of distant villages
bring their food and stay with the
converts of the place.

Tlie most Important retreat Is that
of the cntechists which takes place
yearly at the beginning of Jnnuary In
every district. It Is a completely shut-
in retreat and the preacher Is appoint-
ed by the apostolic vicar. The cate-
clilsts also have a brief retreat the
Brst Friday of every month.

The missionaries, according to their
reports here, have discovered that to
convert Is one thing, but to instill
Into pagan or heretic souls the princi-
ples of Christianity Is another matter.
It la especially through tireless In-
struction ttmt tlie necessary work of
conversion Is don», they state.

Source of Fabled River
Styx Merely Waterfall

Kntos, l> village on the slopes ot
ilmmt Ilelmos, uot fur from Attratn
ii tlie division of southern Greece
known as Achae, Is near the supposed
ilte of the fabled Hirer Styx. In
Greek mythology the Styx Is « mighty
river, the tenth part of the water of
Oceniras, wliieli flows In the lower
world. It is described by Homer and
Icsiod as tlie terrible black water
'ailing from a high precipice and dash-
ng Itself upon a lofty rock, through
nliich it passed nnd then fell Into the
irathls.

The fabled waters of the Styi have
licen Identified by students of antiq-
uity as the two slender cascades fall-
ing over a high porpendlculor preci-
pice of Mount Helmos, near Solos.
After winding among a labyrinth of
rocks the water unites to form a moun-
aln torrent which eventually Joins the

Itlver Akrata (Crathls). Superstitious
eellngs of dread still attach to the

water, which Is considered of a riecull-
orly noxious character.
