The law defines the reck-
t less driver, and once • apprehended
I he can bo convicted. There appears
to be a trend upward In speed limits
on the open road, but in our resi-
dential and business districts safe
driving must be held within restrict-

ed limits.
J 1 have referred to a few of the
more flagrant violations of the traf-

i fie laws which can be traced direct-
ly to the driver's state of mind.
There are other problems that can
be credited to conditions which tend
to increase the hazard of driving.

There is the problem of congest-
ion. Eliminating congestion by street
widening is possible only to a limited
degree. We must take conditions
much as they are and adapt them
to the increasing volume of traffic.
This may be done by designating
certain thoroughfares as through,
boulevard streets, making others
one-way streets, restricting or pro-
hibiting parking. These methods
will be effective only If strictly en-
forced.

Investigation has shown that few
accidents may be credited chiefly to
mechanical defects of an automo-
bile. But one survey showed that in
nearly half the number of mishaps
studies, the condition of the car was
a contributing cause. A continuous
effort must be made to rid the
streets of unfit cars.
