Sound thought in the conception
of a Civic Development Plan, vigor-
ous and cooperative effort to cany
it out will create some of those ad-
ded advantags and greater beauty
which we would all like to enjoy. By
a thoughtful appraisal of present
values, by a wise consideration of
our aspiration, our hopes and our
possibilities we could produce such
a Plan and begin its execution in the
near future.

There are many elements which
must be considered in forming such
a plan. The one as outlined below
is the only tentative and would be
amplified and clarified by further
study of the question. There are
presented only some generalities and
several definite developments that
are most necessary.

City Development Plan
The Borough of Rockaway shall

be zoned as herewith indicated.
1. There shall be an industrial

zone where all industries shall be
situated. This zone shall lie between
and to the east of the Central Rail-
road and thp old Morris Canal bed
and shall extend to the boundary of
the borough; It shall further be sit-
uated on and within all the property
owned by the Liondale Bleach, Dye
and Print Works and necessary to
the functioning of that industry.

2. There shall be a commercial
zone where all stores and profes-
sional offices except those of mem-
bers of the medical profession shall
be situated. Tlie block bounded by
Main Street and New Street shall
constitute this zone and the Borough
of Rockaway shall construct or cause
to be constructed therein an edifice,
similar to the Galleries Victor Em-
anuel of Milano, which will meet the
requirements of all stores, offices
and other commercial enterprises
which are deemed necessary and de-
sirable to the community.

3. The area of the Borough not
included within the Industrial and
Commercial zones shall be designat-
ed as a Residential zone of which
certain parts may be made restrict-
ed zones when the property owners
of a certain section shall so desire it.

A Building Code shall be drawn
up for both Commercial and Resi-
dential Structures which Code shall
be incorporated in the definite nnd
final City Plan.

Richard Pitzherbert, a lawyer from
Dover, represented Mr. Cook. He
said there was nothing in the com-
plaining petition to show that Mr.
Cook wns not doing his best to ke«p
good order on the grounds. Tlie
place was policed last year and not
one single arrest made. There was
nothing to prove it was unsanitary
because after a clam bake or picnic
the grounds were cleaned up thor-
oughly the next day. If any nui-
sance was committed on Rock Ridge
property, it was the duty of residents
there to make arrests and have It
abated.

The committee decided after hear-
ing the arguments to visit the lake
and grounds and interview Mr. Cook.
In this matter they asked represen-
tatives of Rock Ridge to accompany
them. Those who are acquainted
with the Cooks, know they are good
and upright citizens, and feel confi-
dent they will do their utmost to
keep the place orderly and Rock
Ridge residents will have no reason
to complain.
