Brakes squeal when they are glaz-
ed or when improperly adjusted.
Squealing often can be stopped by
removing wheels and roughening the
brake lining with a stiff brush. If
the lining is worn down to the riv-
ets, sink the rivets still further or
have the brakes rclined. Wipe off
and oil the brake mechanism every
500 miles. Make brake inspection a
habit. The loss of a cotter pin might
lead to a serious accident.

For car operators who dislike
handling grimy auto parts, there is
the alternative of regular trips to a
competent, trustworthy, properly-
equipped brake service station.'

Many cats skid, not only because
of slippery streets, but because of
unequal division of braking power.
Jack up the rear wheels and apply
the brake far enough so that it is
Juit possible to turn one wheel by
Mnd. Adjust brake on the other
wheel so the same amount oi energy
is required to turn that wheel by
hand. Test for unequal braking
power at least once a month, or
adopt the plan of regular trips to
the service station.

'Application of the brakes is an
important factor in the efficiency
Of their operation. When coining to
a stop on a straightaway shut pff
the gas and leave the clutch engag-
ed until just before stopping. In
wet weather this lessens the possi-
bility of a skid and it distributes the
braking power equally. Do not shut
aft-the Ignition before you have stop-
ped; it may be necessary to make a
quick start.

In going down an ordinary hill,
leave the clutch engaged and close
the throttle. This helps cool the en-
gine and makes it unnecessary to use
the brakes. In going down steep
hills or when descending ordinary
hills with a heavy load, put the gears
in first or second and leave the
clutch engaged. In making an emer-
