Back in July, 1930, the railroad
pablished a notice in “The Record”
und posted & notice in the waiting
roeom of the stition, to the effect that
it would make an application to the
Interstate Commerce Commission for
permission  to withdraw passengey
service on the Rockaway loop of its
lines, substituting bus serviee for the
trains, to take up 1t iracks from a
point twenty-five feet east of Main
gtreel crossing to the East Dover
Junction,

The railroad company gave three
reasons for the proposed change;
that passenger service had fallen off
to o point that it was no longer
profitable, that they were faced with
the problem of doing away with three
grade crossings nt great expense and
that they wanted to eliminate the
interlocking switch system at East
Dover Junction.

A mass meeting of omr citizens
was called on July 10, 1830, to con-
slder what steps had best be taken
in the matter. A committee com-
posed of H. R. Walson, . L. Mil-
lard and Joseph H. Jackson was. ap-
pointed to confer with the Lacka-
warmg officials., This commiftes was
courteously trented by the Lacke-
wanng officinls, who told them they
would take the matter tnder consid-
eration and advise them, That is all
the satisfaction that committee was
ever able to get, while In the mean-
tine the railroad company was going
ahead with the preparation of its case
to present before the commission,

'The Mayor snd Cowncll thought
best to defend the case before the
commission and instructed the Bor-
ough Counsel, Hownrd Barrett, to
fight the case before that body. He
asked for assistance and sccured the
services of State Benator Joseph Wol-
ber, of Newark,

The hoearings started with the
rallroad company putting varlous
officials of the company on the wit-
ness stand, who testified and pro-
duced figures to show that the branch
was no longer profitable and that
the amount necessary to eleminate
the three grade crossings on it was
very large.

Central Raflrond Also Restrained !
From Putting End to Rock-
away Run

In an opinion handed down Wed-
nesday by the Public Utilities Com-
mission the Central Railrond of New
Jersey is restratned from discontinu-
ing all passenger service over fits
branch between Rockaway and High
Bridge. The opinion was received by
Prosccutor Orville V. Meslar, who
represented Long Valley and Califon
in opposing the plan,

The commission granted permission
for the discontinuance of the after-
noon train which lenves Rockaway
at 3:55. The morning train which
leaves Rockaway at 5:58 and the
afternoon train which arrives ot
Rockaway at 8:08 are to be retained
under the commission's ruling.

The rallroad had sought to discon-
tinue the passenger service on the
ground that it falled to produce suf-
ficlent revenue.
