Tbe apple is so common and at live
same time ao highly esteemed a fruit
that the action of the translators of
the Bible In translating the Hebrcn
vrora Tappuach "apple" need not be
woudered at.

Evidently the tappuach was a well-
known, cultivated tree in the Holy land
with a sweet, fragrant, strengthening
fruit (Song of Solomon Ul 5.. VH a.
VUI 5) and a tree giving shade, there-
fore of some size. According to Joel
I 12, It was also a tree so well known,
so useful, that Its withering was »
calamity, a curse to the country. To
our translators the apple would be
lust such a tree to English-speaking
people aod so we have the word la
our Bibles.

Apple Is often used figuratively by
English people, as oak-tipple for the
oak-pill, trie apple of the eye, rose-
tpplr, etc., a> befitting any round fruit
or tliln?. and so might have teemed
to the maters of onr Authorised Ver-
sion a. good loosely fitting name to ap-
ply t» an unknown fruit.

&ible. The climate of Palestine Is

too hot for this tree, wMeh tfcrr»<!'
In more northerly temperatnWs. tjp
north of Palestine In Syria B'tsr,'tja-
msscui It Is found and bean flmit.
There are a few apple trees oero arid
there In the Holy land, but these are
usually tarrcn, are of lnte pojt-Chris-
tlan days, aad are by no means high-
ly esteemed.—Montreal Family Herald.
