I during depressed business conditions
Especially is this true of the question
of the length of the working day and
working week.

The exception referred to is that
of the enforcement of the school age
laws and an emergency extension of
the years of required school attend-
ance. The release of the normal
school output Into an already exces-
sive labor supply seems bad. It can
accomplish no economic good and
complicates the distribution of earn-
ed incomes to those who have de-
pendents. It adds to the burdens of
relief, and throws many boys and
girls Into Idleness when they might at
least be improving themselves for
later usefulness. The cost of the
additional educational work will be
less, I anticipate, than the cost of
the relief which Is involved in no
temporary restrictions are imposed.
This is a matter on which I seek im-
mediate expert advice, with the idea
that If competent opinion supports
it, legislation may be immediately
advisable.

There are a number ot important
steps subsidiary to those noted which
must be developed and considered as
promptly as possible. I am unable
to list them as yet. In the aggregate
they will be Important.

Before accepting the appointment
from Governor Larson I told him
that undoubtedly my first step would
be to ask him to call a special session
of the Legislature at the earliest date.

To provide the funds necessary to
carry out this, responsibility by
emergency taxes.

To establish the fiscal machinery
by which the funds will be disbursed
and expenditures supervised and
controlled.

(Possibly! To provide for legisla-
tion temporarily changing the re-
quired ages of school attendance.

To pass such other unemployment
relief measures as may appear to be
urgently necessary prior to the next
regular session.

I should add that I sec no occasion
for either hysteria or pessimism. As
intelligent people we should set to
work to improve conditions Just as
much as we can. We must realize
that neither New Jersey nor the
United States can lift themselves by
their boot straps and that they can
lift themselves by planting their feet
harder on the ground. To a large
extent our difficulties have world
wide origins, and we do not control
the world. But we can control our-
selves. The power of cooperation,
now sadly lacking In some of these
matters, is so great that I believe it
would be possible to secure relative
prosperity in our small area even If
others did not. It is to such common
sense cooperation that we must look
for acceptable conditions.
