One of Morris County's old estab-
lished newspapers which has been a
daily will be come a weekly. The
paper was sold at public auction last
Friday to John E. Clarey, publisher
and owner of the Madison Eagle, who
purchased the title and subscription
list for $165. Mr. Clarey will equip
a plant in Morristown to print the
paper.

The Jerseyman has been published
at Morristown for over a century. The
claims of the employees for back
wages amounting to $18,000 will be
satisfied first, this leaving nothing
for the other creditors. The employ-
ees since June have been receiving
only portions of their salaries. The
Jerseyman has been in financial dif-
ficulties for several months.

The Jerseyman was established by
Samuel P. Hull, October 4, 1826. The
various owners were A. A. Vance, who
established 'the prohibition policy;
