Game Wardens Advise Federal Dates
of Scason Be Complied
With

The Gume Wardens are advising
duck hunters in the State to follow
the Federal law and not to hunt be-
fore November 16th nor ufter Dec-
cember 16th. There has been quite o
mix-up us the result of conflicting
State and Federal laws to the open~
ing and length of the duck season
with the result that no one knew just
what ta do.

The State law specifies that the
season is from October 16th to Jan-
uary 13th; then the Federal law
comes and says the season shall
be [rom November 16, ot neon, to

The State Game Wardens have
been notified that they are not to
make any arrests under the Federal
law for duck shooting before the
time of the Federal opening of the
season but they are to take the name
and addresses of anyone found hunt-
ing duck.
