The question arises, into
what zones? Practically all cities
have three zones; namely, the in-
dustrial, the commercial or business,
and the residential zones. The resi-
dential zone is in turn divided into
two or three districts or sub zones.
There should be three more zones
which me may call the educational,
the cultural, and the athletic zones.
As there will be no question about
the necessity of the first three zones
we may consider the areas most
suited to them.

As most industries are dependent
on the railroads for transportation
of their raw materials and products,
the industrial zone should be ac-

sectlon.
The older sections of the town al-

ready have their characteristics and
will not change greatly in the next
five or ten years. The zoning ordi-
nance and building code will control
the changes that may be expected
after some years but need not affect
present conditions markedly.

The educational and cultural zones
are not generally distinguished but
it seems desirable to set them apart
in this case; set,them apart in our
minds at least for they will be located
in the residential zones.

ington liren that It lias heen impos-
sible to receive Hie messages. At
1'iese times some of Hie many olher
listeners with more fnvorahli! condi-
tions in their regions have copied Iho
ine.sHiî es, and Iliey have been (pilck-
ly relayed to their deyliiialion.

During tin! period of more than
tlii'ee months since till' expedition be-
gan its Irel; across Asia no messages
have failed to roach Washington wllh-
In a few hours after they were sent.

The value of keeping in almost dally
contact willi a held party which Is
often far from ordinary channels of
communication lms been demonstrated
on several occasions. The most recent
of these was wlien a telegraph!'; re-
port from Krinagar, a capital of Kusli-
nilr, stated (hut the expedition hud
found it impossible to negotiate the
14,(K)0-foot Ilur/il pass lii the Hi-
malayas with Its motor cars and that
they luui been abandoned. Keurs at
lire soclely's hendipim-lers were set. nt
rest a few hours later when u radio
message from the niounliiin-clinililng
irarty IIself, 100 miles nortli of Ki-ln-
ngnr. announced that the cars had
'•limbed over Kurzil pass without se-
rious difficulty and were proceeding
steadily on their way toward the In-
(lla-Clilnese-Turl;estan border.

Work Begun In 1925.

This Is not the first experience of
thi! National Geographic society In
communicating between headquarters
and Held parties by means of radio.
With the co-operation of the Ameri-
can Kadio Itolay league the society
pioneered In such activities In 1025,
when numerous reports were received
through amateurs from the Maclfillan-
National fJeoffi'aphlc-navy expedition
to northwestern fireenltind, the expe-
dition with which Itrar Admlrul Hyrd
obtained his first Arctic flying expe-
rience. Tile, loohnique. of radio oom-
iminlcntion has heen greatly improved
since W2r., however, and the present
communications network is believed to
he more- efllelent than any simitar or-
ganization which lias heen In opera-
tion.
