Unanimously backed by his col-
leagues on the Common Council, re-
gardless of party, Mayor William
Gerard last week made it plain that
he congidered pledges in his inaugu-
ral address of three weeks ago some-
thing to be regarded as meaning
business and not mere platitudes.
