It was not a listless session, how-

ever., for an effort to devise w^ys and
means of best furnishing work tor
Hose being aided flythT unemploy-
ment relief program, OMued a spirit-
ed discussion between members of
the council during which the har-
mony which has, prevailed since
New Years suffered jeyeral convul-
sions. Through the Majbr's "Mel the
dove of. peace finally decided to re-
main and the session closed with out-'
ward indications of a united front In
borough affairs. • '

As a result of the session, residents
of Baston Heights understood they
stand little chance of getting better
water service this year- at least; the
water committee will completely re-
vamp the rules and regulations of
the department; water consumers will
find themselves forced to pay some-
where near a fair price for their ser-
vices and to pay within a reasonable
time after the bills are sent out quar-
terly or have their water turned off,
and men working under the unem-
ployment program will get their pay
Thursdays and Mondays.

The revamping of the water de-
partment rules and regulations re-
sults as the result of a survey made
by Councilman Floyd Hller, chair-
man of the water committee, who
made a lengthy report of conditions.
His recommendations, as a result of
the survey, were drastic but intended
to place every consumer on an equal
footing and bring between $1,600 and
$2,QOu more annually into the de-
partment's treasury.

Councilman Hiler reported that
after eight days of work, he had
found seventy^flve tndtcrsnot work-
ing; three consumers) taking water
tor sprinkling ahead of the meter;
that the meters at the pumping sta-
tions had not been read regularly and
eight services without any meters

The recommendations^ madf by
Councilman Htler follow: ThaX«er«
vice fees be Increased from IMAO to
$29; that a fee of $1 be chtt*td lor
turning on or off water.

That all meters be sealed with co
per wire, the borough, now having the
seal for such purposes; that where a
service enters a building the first fit-
ting to be installed shall be a valve
and following the meter another
valve. These valves will answer two
purposes, the meter can bo removed
quickly and easily and will overcome
syphoning-hot water back through
the cold water line; all renewal of
services from the street to the curb
shall be charged to the consumer.

Three New* Members
Elected in Township

Despite the; fact that Edwin D.
Wright, now'president of the Rock-
away Township:BUard'of Education,
refused to be ft candidate for another
term, fifteen persons wrote his name
on the ballot used Tuesday afternoon
at the annual school election at Mt.
Hope School. Mr. Wright is leaving
the board after thirteen years of
service because hts activities on that
body was proving detrimental to his
business. He conducts a general store
at Mt Hope.

The three successful candidates
were Thomas R. Wellington, who re-
ceived seventy-six votes; Clyde W.
Cook, who received seventy-two, and
Chester Baylls, (fifty-six. John A.
Kelly received thirty-three tallies
through having his name written in
on ballots, topping Aaron C. Hender-
son, one of those filing petitions, who
received twenty-three votes. John
Hicks had one count through some-
one writing his name on a balUJt. In
addition to Mr. Wright, those leaving
the board are P. M. Radell and Wil-
liam Barras.

The current expense of $48,000 won
thirty-four to six, and repairs and re-
placements of $1,000 won thirty-flve
to three. A resolution transferring
$800 from the current expense ac-
count to the repair and replacement
account won thirty-two to three.

Matthews Re-elected
To Education Board

Only twenty-three ballots were
cast in the Rocjcttway Borough'school
election Tuesday night,' all being
credited to Edwin J, Matthews, run-
ning unopposed for re-election. Mr.
Matthews is now president of the
board.

The current expense appropriation
of $46,000 received twenty-three
votes; the repair and replacement
account of $2,000, twenty-qrfe votes
and the land, building and equipment
account of $1,000 received all of the
twenty-three cast. The resolution of
transferring $1,000 from current ex-
pense account to the land, building
and equipment account only received
twenty-one votes. • *

The board held a short meeting,
transacting only routine business,
thereby saving another session this
month.

He declares thai with existing condi-
tions, taxpayers will be unable t o
continue to bear the burden of'
municipal costs if they are kept at
the present standard and that if the
municipal employees desire to get
their salaries in cash or checks, they
will have to accept the same wage
slashes as has been accepted by in-
dustrial and commercial workers.
Otherwise, tho weekly or monthly pay
hecks will not be forthcoming.
