A,statement made by United States'
Senator Kean that the entire New
Jersey delegation to the Republican
National Convention would be pledg-
ed Jtor the renominntlon of President
Hoover was denied by County Clerk
E. Bertram Mott, who is chairman
of the Republican State Committee.

The State Committee endorsed
President Hoover but decided to send
Its delegates unpledged and of the
delegates at large only Ambassador
Walter E. Edge is designated as
pledged to Hoover. Ambassador Edge
sent a cable to Mott, urging that
steps be taken to change the peti-
tions and have the representatives all
pledged to Hoover.
.• Mr. Mott said that he had "neither
the right nor the desire" to change
the petitions. The entire delegation
undoubtedly favored the renomina-
tion of President Hoover but it was
not so pledged and was going in-
dependently, Mr. Mott said. He and
Mrs. Reginald Baker, of Madison, are
to be two of the delegates at large
from' this state.

There aro a number of district
delegates who ore pledged to Hoover
mt these do not include the ones
from the Fifth District.

A state law requiring members of
school boards.to have at least three
years' residence in the school dis-
trict has prevented Clyde W. Cook
from taking his seat on the Rocka-
way Township Board of Education.
Cook, elected with Thomas R. Well-
ington and Chester Baylis, In Febru-
ary, has resided in the township but
eighteen months.

DISCUSS IPIAJMBEES' FEES

A yearly fee for plumbers from
other municipalities doing business
in Rockaway Borough is being con-
sidered by the Board of Health. At
present there is no restriction on out-
side plumbers coming into the bor-
ough and competing with local men.
Fees ranging from $25 to $100 have
been suggested. I t also haa been sug-
gested that a fee be charged outside
plumbers who might have but one
or two Jobs ih the borough in a year,
basing if at so much a job. It is
probable some decision will be ar-
rived at before the regular meeting
Monday night. A new Health and
plumbing code is being formulated.

Denville in Accord
On Highway Plans

Donville Township Committee wJ}l
amplify its resolution requesting tBc
State Highway Commission to use,
insofar as possible, the existing high-
way for Route 10 in Denville Town-
ship.
. .Attention of the committee ' was
called to the fact that the resolution,
passed last week, had created a feel-
ing in the highway commission thfet
Denville citizens were not in accord
with the plans of the commission and
that building of the highway might
be delayed until accord was reached.

Calvin IJ. Lawrence, -chairman of
the committee, declared that the sole
object of the resolution Was to have
as much of the existing- route used
aa possible, thereby relieving the
Township Committee of the burden
of caring for a parallel road only a
few hundred feet from the route laid
out by the highway engineers.

Township Clerk David B. Sofield
was instructed to write the highway
board this explanation and assure
the commission that if the plans
could not be changed without delay-
ing the awarding of contracts the re-
quest would not be pushed. The com-
mittee will assure the board that it
will cooperate fully in any plans.

Mr. Lawrence also will discuss the
matter with highway engineers at
Dover and Township Committecman
Joseph P. Hughes will explain the
matter, to Governor Moore at a con-
ference this week.
