It la the belief! of the present ad-
mlnlstratlon that pwcticitliy every
"•peakwwy" hus been driven out of
town, These so-culled rotulhownui
nave been put out of business by the
admlnlitratlon without coating i»it-
penny to the Individual, In the ma-
jority of cues the administration
have brought to a halt the conduct-
Ing of auoh roadhouwt through the
food and drink license lawn, Evi-
dence of that form, It is said, lias
been most •uooesaful in bringing
about the desired remit, The pmo-
Uoe of economy hat been conducted
In practically every borough depart-
ment and salaries have been reduced
Wherever It wai possible to take such
•otlon, Every expense has been su-
pervised and out to the limit. The
administration point out that In all
eases when it beoame necessary to
employ that only resident* of Rocka-
way were given such employment. In
all .work accomplished by the admln-
utrttion no one has been given em-
ployment unless they were a resident
of Rookaway.

inft cough, 4.

Legionnaires Not to
Ask for Bonus

The Rockden Post of the American
Legion decided recently that they
would not ask for further bonus pay-
ments at the present time, Both state
and national officers of the organiza-
tion were notified of the decision
which was reached by a narrow ma-
jority. Commander 8. R. Sofleld call-
ed upon all members for an expres-
sion.

Tho opposition to the payment of
the bonus took the position that it
would not be fair to ask for cash now
because when the bonus was adopted
the understanding was that no de-
mand would be made until maturity.
It was stated that thla pledge had
been violated already and that no
one would benefit by payment at tho
present time.

It was declared that bonus money
paid so far has passed .speedily from
the hands of the ex-service men Into
the hands of person J who put it out
of circulation and that no nreat aid
to business had resulted. I t was ad-
mitted that many Legionnaires need
money but opponents of the plan be-
llove that employed members might
better aid tho unemployed men from
their own Incomes rather than put
another burden on tho taxpayers.
