Thereafter, the park will be In
full swing every day add evening
throughout the summer. Scores of
workmen have been busy for weeks
painting, remodelling and renovat-
ing the entire park, making its ap-
pearance more alluring than ever.
Several new games have been In-
stalled; also a new ride called the
Devil Chaser, the first one of It* kind
ever used in the U. 8. If a rider has
any devil left In him after one
on this ride, the second trip
surely free nun. A new merry-go-
round has also been installed. It is
a much larger machine than the pre-
vious one and the music from Its
monster organ represents the playing
of a 30-piece band.

fumigation charges that he now has
against the board will be canceled.
Mr. Crane said that he had worked
with the rest of the board for three
years in trying to adopt the new
health code and now that it had been
adopted he was willing and anxious
to donate In order to make it a suc-
cess. ~The code books will be priced
at fifty cents each with the exception
of plumbers who will be given, a book
when applying for their license.

Five Men Arrested

Five Rockaway residents entered
a plea of guilty when arraigned be-
fore Police Recorder Thomas Harmon
Monday evening on charges of dis-
orderly conduct hi connection with a

station. The defendants were brought
into court as the results of an in-
vestigation conducted by Mayor Wil-
liam Gerard and Officer Rarick of
the local police.

Using William B. Crane, president, to
appoint a special committee for the
w™*iose of conferring with the

.or and Common Council and the
Board of Education of the Borough
of Rockaway in regard to the finan-
cial situation in the borough under
'the present existing conditions.
' Briefly, this action of the chamber,
which was taken only after consid-
erable discussion among the fifteen

.members present, means that the or-
ganisation fully realize* the serious-

' ness of the financial burden now be-
ing carried by the taxpayers whose
inability to cope with the situation
has been set forth in a most plain
and convincing manner in the form
of uhpaid taxes. The chamber In-
tends to assist In relieving this strain
to some extent if a feasible plan can
be arrived at with the other officials.

President Crane said today that
the committee had not been appoint-
ed but would be within the near fu-
ture. When asked why the Board of
Education was Included in the pro-
posed conference, President Crane
I replied that it was on account of the
'fact Wat the board spends consider-
able more money each year to oper-
ate than the Mayor and Common
Council. He stated that in his opin-
ion a drastic cut in expenses would
have to take place if the municipality
intended to function in the face of
the present economic situation.

In discussing the expenses of oper-
ating the schools it was suggested by-
some that such studies as music,
drawing, and full time physical train-
ing might be dispensed with without
injurying the standard of the school.
It was also suggested that, certain
studies might be combined In a man-
ner that would help to curtain ex-
penses, f

A suggestion to curb expenditures
as far as the borough government
was concerned was made by Mayor
William Gerard who said that ho fa-
vored combining the offices of bor-
ough clerk, collector of water rents,
and tax collector. This, he said, would
make a full time job for one Individ-
ual.

State School Money
Now Being Distributed

Tile 10 per cent State school re-
serve, fund Is now being distributed
among the custodians of the schools
In Morris County by the County
Superintendent of Schools.

The amount available is about 10%
less than the , total figured upon
which is due to the fact that all
counties have not paid the amount
due the State. This county estimat-
ed receiving $167,878.72 but instead
It Is getting $150,999.89, which shows

reduction of slightly less than 10
per cent. The decimal used in figur-
ing the distribution of funds was
.6994581921.

The Borough of Rockaway will re-
ceive $3328.25 and Rockaway Town-
ship will get $5580.19. Denville town-
ship will receive $3662.15 and Dover
gets $8647.18.
