COUNCIL FAVORS REDUCING
SALARIES OF BORO EMPLOYEES

Cuts of Five and Ten Per Cent Approved-—Two Officials
Protest Cut—Constable Condit Retained

The long anticipated slash in sal-
artes of borough department heads

and other employees was yealized |sl

Thursday evening at the regular
meeting of the Mayor and Common
Council. Not a little discussion took
place prior to the council’s action
after Councilman Lusardi, chalrman
of the finance cominittee, had
brought up the subject. Councilman

Lusardi made it known that he had | sl

been approached several times re<
garding the cutting of salaries and
that it was his _desire the council
take some action one way or the
other. . The resolution adopted pro-
vides for & 5 per cent clt of all sal-
aries under $1,000 and a 10 per cent
cut off anjounts exceeding that sum.
The cut will be effective covering the
last slx months of the year. The
action of the council also reaches
men who. are employed by the hour
in the form of & ten ¢ent.cut in
wages, reducing their scale from fifty
cents to forty cents per hour,

The fact.that school teachers in
the borough had failed to accept &
volunteer cut in wages came in fof
its share of disoussion at the meet-
ing. It was declared that there were
members of the: Board of Education
who favored the cutting of the school
teachers’ salaries and would advo-
cate action along those lines. It was
said at the meeting that the school
teachers had expressed themselves as
walting for the council to act in
cutting municipal salaries before they
took any action. If this is true, it
was sald at the meeting, the council
will look forwa. . with interest to the

R

'next meeting of the board of educa*

ﬂon. It is probable that some of the
councll membars will attend this ses-

on.
The council ftself is lacking the
authority to actually enforce a cut
in the salaries of department heads
at this time and their course of pro-
cedure will be the Issuing of walver
slips to those who have been asked
to take & cut and the signing of these
ps will have to be made by the
individual affected. Failure on the
part of any of these borough em-
ployees to sign the slips will simply
mean that the couneil will he power-
less to cut thetr wages in view of the
fact that the salary ordinance for the
year was fixed in January.
Although disapproval of the out
was expressed by village employees,
it is belleved they will conser.. rather
than face public opinion in the mat-
ter. Borough Collector Floyd Crans
(salory $600 a yeay) said that he did
not think he could stand a out in
wages. He sald that he believed he
was dolng well to carry on at his
present salary. He said that he had
suffered a loss of $200 yearly when
the office of treasurer was taken from
the collectorship last January. Chief
of Police Rarick, who was subject to
a cut of $100 last January, asked the
council what they were golng to do
with the money. He was told it would
remain in the various accounts dur-
ing the year after which it would
be transferred to a surplus account
and ald in reducing the amount to
be raised by taxation next year. Of-
ficer Rarick made it plain that he
did not approve of the cut and that

NS
According to the Division of In-
formation and Publication - ‘of the
George Washington  Bloentennial
Commission, Gllbert Stuart was one

of the leading portralt fiters of
the eighteenth century, This colorful
artist was born in Narragansett, R.

L., on December 8, 1785, and seemed
destined, from the very first, to he-
come a great artist. =~ :
. At the age of 20 Stuart found him-
gelf in London. Hix rise waa. xapid.
Boon he was_painting aita ‘of
Ring George I, of Englafar-Tous
XVI, o France; the famous English
actress, Mrs. 8iddons, and many
other notables of the day,

His fame preceding him, Gilbert

in 1790. As George Washington was
one of the ranking figures of the
world, and .as Gilbert Stuart was one
of the ranking protrait painters of
the world, it was only natural that
the latter should execute a portrait
of the former,

Gilbert Btuart mad¢ ‘hree, now

The first was painted in Sep-
tember of 1788, and turned out not
to the artist's Hking. The ploture
found its way into the handa of Sam-
uel Vaughan, of London, and has
since ‘been known as the “Vaughan
Painting” of George Washington.
