Teachers Say "No"
To_&dary Cute

Opposed to Issue far Many Seasons'
—Meetii*- Held Monday

The Rockaway Board of Education
at a meeting Jast • Monday evening
declined to accept a recommendation
made by its president, Edwin J.
Matthews, that a deduction of ten
per cent be made in the salaries of
all employees of the board for the
coming school year and that also
all pay for substitutes be eliminated.

The refusal of the board to agree
with its president's wishes was ar-
rived at only after cdnslderable dis-
cussion both by members of the
board, school teachers, and Charles
L. Curtis, supervising principal of
the local schools. Objection to the
salary cut was voiced in the form
Of a general protest . from many
angles such as:

That a public opinion regarding
the teachers' attitude In the matter
had been given birth unjustly thru
the state and Ideal press.

That by able management the
teachers had succeeded in keeping
the teaching costs lower than the
average for the county and had kept
the bonded school Indebtedness lower
than the county average.
• 'That despite the fact the enroll?
ment next year would probably be
larger extra teachers would not be
asked for and the present staff would
carry on the work although it would
require more effort. This would be
done with no additional expense.

That the Common Council should
present a more complete picture of
the borough's finances to the board
of education before they requested
the latter to take a cut In wages.

That the teachers were overworked .
at the present time and even so if
properly approached they might giv<i
the matter of cutting wages further
consideration.

Mayor Gerard and members of the
Common Council vicre openly criti-
cised for statements they had made
regarding the reduction of the teach-
ers' salaries. Members of the board
of education also criticised the ac-
tion token by the City of Newark to
reducing teachers' salaries.
