ARE NOW ECONOMIZING

Supervising Principal Charles L. Curtis Explains the
Teachers' Side of Proposed Salary Cuts

?„_ L i?5 ^ " j t o g of unnecessary subject* or the
actual j so-called "frills and fancies" was

taking place to the local schools. He
said that persons criticising the
teaching of music in the schools and
claiming that the elimination of that,
subject should lie brought about as
a means of cutting down operating
expenses were uninformed as to the
real value of the study. To students,
who later attend Normal School. Mr.
Curtis said, a knowledge of music
will prove a big aid in their advanced
education.

In referring to "frills and fancies,"
Mr. Curtis spoke of such subjects that
are being taught In many schools as
kindergarten work, manual training,
home economics (meaning cooking),
sewing and millinery, special classes
for defectives and coaching teachers.
The latter, Mr. Curtis said, would no
doubt prove an economy in school
operation but they have not been
adopted duo principally to the fact
that there is no room for extra
classes. At the present time there
are 154 students now receiving four
hours per day instead of the regula-
tion five and one-fourth hours. The

Board of Education prepares Its bud'
get and once voted the council has
no power to alter it or make any
changes.

Mr. Curtis pointed out
that the thirty local teachers are re-
quired to instruct 883 pupils at the
present time (this number is last
year's figures.

"The teachers have never refused
a cut in wages." Mr. Curtis explained,
"for the staple reason that their em-
ployers, the Board ol Education have
never asked them to submit to such
a proposition. Our organization, the
teachers, intend to take no orders
from any body other than those is-
snfid.by.ojur. employers. When the
Board of Education' decides'"ttf-sSk"
us to consider this matter, if they are
of the opinion the teachers should
receice less money, then we will give
it careful consideration. Until then,
even though we find ourselves sub-
ject to criticism from many sources,
we will simply- go ahead with our
work." . ;

The flyers were due in Moscow at
8:30 P. M., this morning on the basis
of normal flying time. Reports said
the weather was favorable all along
the route and experts believed the
flyers either were forced down or had
pcC-sed Moscow during the night.
This was considered probable oy
many. The flyers were on time over
Poland and also over Germany.

Bolithom Receives
Complete Pardon

A full and complete pardon includ-
ing restoration of citizenship, has
been granted by the Court of Par-
dons to James H. Bolithom, former
prosecutor of Morris County. He has
served thirteen and one-half months
of a sentence of from two to three
years for malfeasance and misfeance
in office. He was paroled in 1928.

Bolithom was convicted following
a general clean-up in the county
when "Wilfred H. Jayne, Jr., then
prosecutor of Ocean County, was as-
signed by Attorney General Katzen-'
bach to administer the criminal af-
fairs of Morris County.

In the city of Newark, according
to an announcement made today,
more than 9,000 municipal em-
ployees have been affected by the
salary reductions in the payrolls.
