WHILE BATHING AT PARK LAKES

Local Cobbler Ate Hearty Meal and Went Swimming—
Several Witnessed Accident—Body Recovered

Continued reports have it that not
a few prominent citizens ot Rocka-
vay have expressed themselves in
avor of organtemg and promoting
t taxpayers' association in tho bor-
iugh. Nothing definite, as near as
ould bo learned, has been done about
tho matter altliotifili It Is a fact that
f ls receiving serious consideration.

At a meeting a few weeks ago of

If
the victim had been suffering from
drowning effects alone they might
have succeeded but unfortunately
this was not the cue. Dr. Antonio
Hubert who examined the young man
said that death had been caused by
acute indigestion resulting in hem-
orrhages,

Witnesses present at tho scone ot
the accident said that Vellane had
swam about 35 feet from shore and
suddenly he appeared to Be floating
lifeless on the surface of the water.
At first, they said, they thought he
was fooling but when they saw him1

throw up his hands and disappear
they were convinced the young man
was in danger. Some declare the vic-

tim shouted just before he dJsan-
peared beneath the surface of the
water.

An alarm was sounded and the fire-
men hurried to the scene. In the
meantime Rank Nixon secured a
boat and rowed to the exact spot
where VeUane had disappeared. The
firemen arrived and several started
diving tor the body which was re-
covered by William Dunn assisted, by
others. Physicians were at the scene
when the body was recovered but
realized at a glance that the man
waa dead. The remains were re-
moved to the George B. Whltham
funeral parlors pending further ar-
rangements.

But little Information could be ob-
tained, regarding the victim. He came
to Rockaway about a month ago and
opened n shoe repair establishment
in Wall street hi the block adjoining
the Lois' Beauty Baton. He boarded
at the home of Mr. Williams which
is located next to the shoe shop. Mr.
Williams said Wednesday evening
that the young man came from Pat-
erson and that his father lived in
that city. He said that the victim
was a fine young man and that he
enjoyed his presence in his home. He
had a congenial disposition and was
succeeding in his business.
