ACTION OF COMMON COUNCIL
AROUSES ERE OF EDUCATION BOARD

The W9JK and Common Council
were sharply criticised by the Board
of Education at a meeting of the'lat-
ter held Tuesday evening for their
action pertaining to a recent requisi-
tion for money to cover school ex-
penses filed with the rnunclpal gov-
erning body by District Clerk W. L.
Mills of the Board of Education. The
original requisition asked for the
sum of $13,797.50 which was due the
Board of Education on June 30.

In acting on the requisition the
Mayor and Common Council figured
what they believed the immediate
school expenses would total at the
time and instead of sending the en-
tire requisition to the Board of Edu-
cation they sent $1,200, borrowed on
a note. This action was taken by
the Mayor and Council in view of
saving the taxpayers interest on the
money. On the other hand, mem-
bers of the Board of Education
nointed out Tuesday evening the or-
ganization will have to meet pay-
ments on bonded indebtedness on
August 1, which evidently the muni-
cipal fathers failed to figure at the
time they adjusted the requisition
sent them by the Board of Education.
Clerk Mills was instructed to notify
the council of the situation and ask
for the balance of the money immed-
iately or at least enough to take care
of the bond situation in order to
avoid default.

Although it Is likely the council
will take care of the matter, members
of the Board of Education are of the
opinion that the municipal body are
interfering with the workings of the

school organization without authori-
ty. The action of the council In cut-
ting down the amount asked for by
the Board of Education was done,
it is said, without consulting the lat-
ter body. Members of the Board of
Education declared they only wanted
enough money to meet their actual
requrements at this time and were
willing to cooperate with the Mayor
and Council In the matter but at
the same time they were of the im-
pression that they understood the
school expense situation and the
operation of the schools fully as well
If not better than the municipal
governing body.

George B. Whitham. a member of
the board, stated at the meeting, that
in his opinion the Mayor and Coun-
cil should appear at a joint meeting
with the Board of Education and dis-
cuss in an open and frank manner
the financial situation if they de-
sired to establish cooperation with
the latter organization. Other mem-
bers of the hoard fully agreed with
Mr. Whitham.

Edwin J. Matthews, president of
the Board of Education, whoso res-
olution presented sometime ago to
its members asking the teachers to
accept a cut in salary was voted
down, said that the only reason he
had not colled for a Joint meeting
of the two bodies was the existing
strife between Supervising Principal
Charles L. .Curtis of Rockaway
schools and Mayor William Gerard,
which had been created by the much
discussed proposition of school
teacher's salaries.
