Department Chief?

i Special Meeting at fltt Fif hter» HeM

Be Settled

That the forces electing George
Chewey an chief of the Rockaway
rue Department have about-faced
snd endorsed D Gordon Mohter to
that office ut a special meeting of
the department held at the Muncipal
building Tuesday evening, h the un-
official information given out by in-
dividuate who claim to be in close
touch with the situation. The fire-
men themselves, evidently desiring to
shuu a&y publicity in the matter,
have refused to discuss the subject.

The rumor is however that the
special meeting of the fire depart-
ment woe called following a private
conference between certain members
of the department and n member of
the Common Council last Sunday af-
ternoon at the home of the council-
man. Since the election of Chewey
a few days ago a prominent contro
versy developed in' the department
with supporters of Fichter bitterly
opposing the action of both the de-
partment and the Mayor and Com-
mon Council who confirmed Chew-
ey's election. Petitions were circu-
lated on which, it Is claimed, several
signatures were planed. An effort
was made by Pichtert supporters to
persuade the chamber of commerce
to get into the fight but that organ
leation flatly refused to take any
position in the controversy whatso-
ever. Flchter's 'supporters claimed
that their candidate was entitled to
the office, that a previous agreement
between the department, and council
had assured him of the office last
year, and that even the election it-
self and the council's action in con-
firming It was illegal. Chewey's BUP-
porters came back with the assertion
that although an agreement had
been made protecting Fichter in his
desire to be chief there had been no
provision niade for Chewey and Rob-
ert McNeil, who, under the Fichter
agreement, were to remain as first
and second assistant chiefs for an-
other year, and Fichter was to go in
as chief. Next year Chewey and
McNeil was to move up but their
supporters claim this had not been
provided for In the agreement and
that the above assistant chiefs had
ran for office this year merely to
protect thenwalves.

If the information obtained re-
garding the recent action of the
fire fighters to reversing their elec-
" ipfflll require further
action on the part of the Mayor and
Common Council as it will be nec-
essary for them to confirm the new
staff of officers. The election of
Fichter as chief, it is understood, pro-
vides for Chewey as first assistant
Mid McNeil as second assistant for
this year and next year both .mem-
bers will be elevated.

Zoning Ordinance Data
Issued by Committee

At the meeting of the zoning com-
mittee this evening, matters of im-
portance to Rockaway will be dis-
cussed. The borough has lagged be-
hind adjoining towns in adopting a
•oning ordinance as the Morrlstown
ordinance was passed in 1928 and
the Dover ordinance in 1929. Both
Morris and Denville townships have
been zoned for a year or more.

It is generally believed that a zon-
ing ordinance is necessary for the
orderly growth of a town and that
real estate' values are Increased by
the adoption of the ordinance. Zon-
ing may appear to restrict but it also
protects. Its object is to determine
thoso limits within which every per-
son may build or construct accord-
ing to his own inclination without
infringing on the privileges of his
neighbors.

At this evening's meeting there will
be discussed a new plnn of laying
out residential zones to meet the
needs of a motorized age. This plan
has been adopted in some places and
has been sponsored by some editors
of trado magazines of the automo-
bile industry. According to this plan
houses will no longer face on streets,
jiey will face on a wide expanse of
lawn which will extend between two
rows of houses. In back of the
nouses there will be a private resi-
dential lane to provide communica-
tion between the houses and the
main street. A sidewalk will pass in
front of the houses. Thus there will
be a largo area between the houses
where children may play with com-
parative security and certainly more
pleasure than they now find on the
streets. People may enjoy their front
porches or lawns without a stream of
cars passing along the street in front
of them. The cost of laying sidewalks
will be reduced to one-third of the
former cost nnd the cost of laying
cement strips along tha private lanes
would be less than laying out the
ordinary road and they would be
more satisfactory.

The many advantages of this plan
has won it many supporters. It is
very probables that the committee will
adopt It and incorporate the zoning
ordinance.

Following Councilman Lusardi's
address on the financial situation,
President Edwin J. Matthews of the
Board of Education was called on by
Mayor Gerard. Mr. Matthews nude
It known Out he fully realised the
critical condition of the borough fi-
nancially and that they possessed no
magic pooketbook from which to
draw funds but depended fully on
the taxpayers as the only source of
revenue. He said that when he con-
vinced himself of the seriousness of
the situation he suggested to the
Board of Education that they help
out and if the teachers were in a
friendly mud they might work out
a solution. That was last May, 1w
said, and ,the board evidently did not
think well of his suggestion. In June,
Mr. Matthews continued, money was
lacking to pay the teachers and with
the Mayor he journeyed outside the
borough and borrowed money to meet
this purpose. Mr. Matthews said that
last year the Board of Education
closed with a balance of 14,000 and
that he was convinced it was accom-
plished only by good management.
He said that rather than be forced
to close the schools he would recom-
mend a ten per cent reduction in the
salaries ot all employees of the Board
of Education and that he was hi sym-
pathy with <every move that could be
made in on honorable way to reduce
the expenses in the borough and save
the taxpayer money. Generally speak-
ing Mr". Matthew's expressions were
considered fair and honest and his
talk met with the approval of his
listeners.

Van Cleye Mott of the Board of
Education also talked along the same
lines as Mr. Matthews, saying he had
not been opposed to the reduction
but rather he had been, opposed to
the Borough Council not ap-
proaching the Board of Education
In an official manner1 rather than
have the Information reach them sec-
ond hand or by street information
inasmuch as the Board of Education
had no way of knowing the true
state of the borough's finances al-
though perhaps Mr. Matthews himself

had been reliably informed on the
subject. Be stressed the fact that
the Board of Education has been
vary careful in making up its budget
and tt was $l,»©e less than last year
despite the fact 60 or 00 more stu-
dents were enrolled.

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UncoOected Taxes in
Boro 27.81 Per Cent

Rockaway Borough's uncoltected
taxes on December 31 of last year..
represented 27.81 per cent of the to-
tal levy of the municipality for the
year of 1931, according to a table-
of tax collections and delinquencies-
made! public by the Department of
Municipal finance of the State of
New Jersey recently. Rockaway
Township is given a percentage of
12.86 on the same basis.

As compared to other boroughs.
Rockaway's percentage of uncolleet-
ed taxes is larger than that of Whar-
ton which is 21.38, Morris 'Plains,.
27.50; Butler, 14.01; Florham Park,.
12.82; Kinnelon, 19.47; Mendham,
14.37; Madison, 22.71, and Riverdale,.
19.63. The percentage of uncollect-'
ed taxes in boroughs exceeding tbafc
of Rockaway is as .follows: Chatham;
30.99; Chester, 39.32; Lincoln Park,
38.63; Mountain Lakes, 40.36; Mt-
Arlington, 33.85; Netcong, 29.41.

Rockaway Township has an ex-
ceptionally fine record of efficient
tax collecting as results plainly in-
dicate. From a total of 19 townships
hi the county, Rockaway Township
is second only to one in the amount
of uncollected taxes. Harding Town-
ship has a percentage of 10.86 and
Rockaway Township a percentage'
of 12.86. The other townships in
the county with the possible excep-
tion of Roxbury whose percentage
is 14.94. are far surpassed by Rock-
away Township. Denville's percen-
tage of 33.79 Is one of the highest
in the county.
