The fact that over a third of the
flres to occur in Rockaway during
the part year can be traced abso-
lutely to eareletaneas and negllgenne
has made it necessary for the officers
of the Rockaway Fire Department to
adopt a program of drastic sett m In
order to eliminate this growing fire
taaciad in the. borough.
