County Clerk Tells Local G. O. P. Club That Hoover
Must Remain in White House—Delivered Fine

Address Tuesday Night

"President Herbert Hoover is the
greatest engineer in the world and
he has a remarkable grasp of the
present economical situation and the
people of this country will keep him
in the White House to finish his
job", County clerk E. Bertram Mott
told.an audience of about 50 Re-
publicans at a meeting of the Rock-
away Republican Ciub*held in the
Odd Fellow's hall last Tuesday even-
ing. Mr. Mott, who came here to
address the club at the request of
its members, gave a most Interest-
ing talk in connection with the pres-
ent outlook of the Republican party
and was optimistic In regard to the
coming election.

Mr. Mott congratulated the dub
at the beginning of his discussion
and told them that such a club bad
long been needed in Rockaway. He
termed the coming election at the
most important political conflict in
the history of the country, and urged
the club to stand strongly behind the
Republican candidates who wen
seeking election.

Mr. Mott denied that there n i
any possy-footing or straddling in
the Republican platform. He said
that the campiagn speech of Herbert
Hoover should be read by every Re-
publican. The President, according
to Mr. Mott, told the people exactly
what be Intended to do and what
he would continue to do and did not
in any respect attempt to dodge any
issue that has appeared on both the
state and national ticket*. He de-
described Senator W. Warren Bar-
bour as the right representative of
the Republican party and spoke hi
praise of Congressman Eaton. He
told of the ability of Surrogate Wil-
liam H. Thompson and Wtniam H.
Beach, candidate tor Sheriff, Sher-
iff Fred a Myers and Mr. Barrett,
the speaker said, wlH make excell-
ent members of the Board of Free-
holders. Mr. Mott urged that all
Republicans forget any differences
that might have developed as the
results of the primaries and stand
solid at this time behind the G. O,
P, candidate*. •

KENNETH CLEIN OF DENVULE
SERIOUSLY HURT IN CAR CRASH

Kenneth Cleln, son of Police Offi-
cer William Cline, Orchard street,
Denville, and a passenger in a car
owned and driven by Fred Loges of
Kenvil, was seriously injured at
about 10:45 last night when the
machine turned over in Main street
near Franklin road and rolled about
200 feet along the highway. The
accident occurred when Loges, who

The young man is suffering
from fractured ribs and a fracture
of the skull. X-Ray photographs
will be taken of his injuries today.
At first the police believed that Cleln
was the only person riding in the
automobile but about one hour later
they discovered Loges wandering
about in a nearby field in a dazed
condition. The driver had been
thrown from the car when it first
turned over and landed in a field
about 50 feet away. He was ren-
dered unconscious and after regain-
ing his senses he was attempting
to find his way back to the scene of
the accident. With the exception of
a few minor cuts and brluses Loges
escaped injury.

The driver of the car which Loges
had attempted to avoid hitting did
not stop at the scene of the accident
and the police could obtain no infor-
mation as to his identity.
