r RESERVOIR
TO HAVE NEW KOOF

The work of building a new roof
over the reservoir has been progress-
ing rapidly during the week under
the direction of Joseph Hart, super-
intendent of the water department,
and Ployd Hiler, chairman of the
water committee. William Crane is
doing the work.' The old roof was
found to be rapidly decaying and its
supports were dangerously near col-
lapse. The new roof will have no sup-
ports extending from the reservoir
bottom similar to the construction
of the old roof but instead It will be
built in a bridged manner with a
steep incline at both sides. Mr. Hart
plans to give the reservoir a thor-
ough cleaning after the new roof is
completed. Generally speaking the
water in the reservoir was clear and
apparently clean despite the condi-
tion of the old roof.
